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As actividades ligadas ao patriménio cultural sao um lugar privilegiado para
uma compreensao, nao apenas do passado, mas dos processos em aberto na
cultura humana, dos seus desafios e ameacas. As tecnologias da comunicagcao
e da informacao estao hoje no centro de uma abertura e indefinicao radicais da
cultura humana, mas também no centro de processos de retencao, arquivamento
e gestao generalizados da experiéncia, tendo trazido novas tematicas ao dominio
e as agendas do patriménio cultural: virtualizacao, reapropriacao, participacao,
co-criacao e inovacao, sao termos que convivem hoje com os velhos termos de
conservacao, proteccao e restauracao. Esta reflexao pretende contribuir para a
compreensao das tecnologias da informacao enquanto técnicas culturais, isto €,
enquanto técnicas de mediacao da experiéncia que estao por isso intrinsecamente
na base da cultura e da constituicao do patriménio.

The activities related to cultural heritage are a privileged domain to an
understanding not only of the past but also of the possibilities open to human
culture, both in their challenges and in their threats. The technologies of
communication and information are today at the center of a radical openness and
vagueness of human culture, but also in the center of processes of retention,
archiving and generalized experience management, having brought new issues
and agendas to the domain of cultural heritage: virtualization, reappropriation,
participation, co-creation and innovation are terms that coexist today with the
old terms of conservation, protection and restoration. This discussion aims to
contribute to the understanding of communication and information technologies as
cultural techniques, ie, as mediation techniques in which culture and heritage are
intrinsically based.
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
